" SUBJECT: Child and Youth Service (CYS) Role in Support of Childcare for Essential
Personnel During Adverse Weather Conditions

1. Reference AR 608-10, Child Development Services, 15 July 1997.

2. Purpose. The purpose of this agreement is to establish responsibilities for the
provision of childcare services with local Fort Bragg daycare assets to Womack Army
Medical Center's (WAMC) mission essential personnel during inclement weather

conditions.

3. Problem. Adverse weather and emergency conditions may cause closure of Fort
Bragg. Even under these circumstances, essential personnel are required to report for
duty so that services are rendered to meet the medical readiness of the force and the
healthcare needs of the community at WAMC and its outlying clinics. Essential staff
membere may have childcare issues that interfere with their ability to report to work
during these special situations and may therefore impact Womack's ability to

accomplish the mission.

4. Rationale. Misgion essential personnel strongly support childcare services being
offered during inclement weather based on a survey done during April 2004 (see

enclosure).

5. Scope. Fort Bragg's Child and Youth Services (CYS) has agreed to provide
childcare for mission essential personnel in need during emergency weather conditions
for children ages 6 weeks to 12 years old through Family Child Care (FCC) Homes.

6. Per regulatory requirement, Family Childcare (FCC) Homes are CYS approved and
inspected homes maintained by trained personnel. Mission essential personnel are
encouraged to contact CYS in advance to prescreen FCC homes and staff prior to an
adverse weather event occurring so that the transition is smoother for child, parent, and
